THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, a municipal corporation organized 
and operating under the laws of the State of Florida, with an address of 601 
City Center Way, Pembroke Pines, Florida 33025, hereinafter referred to as 
"CITY", 

and 

FORT BEND SERVICES, INC., a company authorized to do business in 
the State of Florida, with a business address of 13303 Red fish Lane, Stafford, 
TX 77477, hereinafter referred to as "CONTRACTOR". "CITY" and 
"CONTRACTOR" may be collectively referred to as the "PARTIES". 

WHEREAS, on June I, 2015, the CITY and CONTRACTOR entered into an agreement for 
the purchase and delivery of FBS C 1282 Polymer ("Original Agreement") for an initial one ( 1) year 
period, which expires on May 31, 2016; and, 

WHEREAS, the Original Agreement authorized the option to renew the Agreement for 
additional one (I) year renewal terms upon mutual consent of the parties; and, 

WHEREAS, on May 31, 2016, the CITY and CONTRACTOR entered into the First 
Amendment for the first one (1) year renewal that ended on May 31, 2017; and, 

WHEREAS, to date the Parties have been satisfied with the performance and execution of 
the Agreement; and, 

WHEREAS, the Parties specifically seek to execute the second one (1) year renewal option. 

WITNESS ETH 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the sum of the mutual covenants and other 
good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto 
agree as follows: 

SECTION 1. The recitations set forth in the above "WHEREAS" clauses are true and 
correct and incorporated herein by this reference. 

SECTION 2. The First Amendment is hereby renewed for the second one (1) year renewal 
period commencing on June 1, 2017 and terminating on May 31, 2018. 
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SECTION 3. In the event of any conflict or ambiguity by and between the terms and 
provisions of this Second Amendment, the First Amendment and the Original Agreement, the 
terms and provisions of this amendment shall control to the extent of any such conflict or 
ambiguity. 

SECTION 4. The original contract as awarded shall remain in full force and effect except 
as specifically amended by this Second Amendment and the First Amendment. 

SECTION 5. Each Exhibit referred to in the Original Agreement, except as repealed herein, 
forms an essential part of this Agreement. The exhibits, if not physically attached, should be 
treated as part of this Agreement and are incorporated herein by reference.
