A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, NAMING AND DEDICATING NW 184TH AVENUE WITHIN THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES “OFFICER CHARLIE HERRING AVENUE” IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 100.02 OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES CODE OF ORDINANCES; DIRECTING THE CITY CLERK TO TRANSMIT A COPY OF THIS RESOLUTION TO BROWARD COUNTY AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION; DIRECTING THE APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIALS TO TAKE ANY AND ALL ACTION NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE INTENT OF THIS RESOLUTION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Officer Charles “Charlie” Herring was born on March 22, 1968 in Jefferson City, Missouri; and
WHEREAS, Officer Herring moved to Williston, Florida in 1970 with his family where he later attended Williston High School; and
WHEREAS, in 1988, Officer Herring enlisted in the United States Army where he honorably served for four (4) years; and 
WHEREAS, during his time of service to this Nation, Officer Herring was a highly decorated soldier, earning the Army Service Ribbon, National Defense Service Medal, Army Achievement Medal, Good Conduct Medal, Oversees Service Ribbon, Joint Service Achievement Medal, Joint Service Commendation Medal, Drive and Mechanic Badge, and Expert Marksmanship Badge for his mastery of the M-16 rifle; and 
WHEREAS, upon graduating with an Associates of Arts degree from Santa Fe College in Gainesville, Florida, after completing his service in the U.S. Army, Officer Herring realized his lifelong dream of serving as a law enforcement officer when he joined the City of Starke Police Department in 1998; and 
WHEREAS, Officer Herring began working as a police officer for the City of Pembroke Pines Police Department in June 2001; and 
WHEREAS, during his tenure with the Pembroke Pines Police Department, Officer Herring proudly served the City’s residents in various specialized assignments including as a Field Training Officer and member of the City’s Crisis Response Team, Mobile Field Force, Traffic Unit, where he became a founding member of the D.U.I. Task Force, and the Department’s Motor Squad, where he remained until his untimely passing; and 
WHEREAS, Officer Herring received the Life Saving Award for his actions on the morning of March 17th, 2009 at the Broward County South Regional Courthouse where Officer Herring saved a man who suffered a heart attack by instinctively and immediately being the first person to provide aid to the man by calling for Fire Rescue, administering CPR, and tending to him until paramedics arrived; and
WHEREAS, in 2015, Officer Herring’s dedication and excellence in law enforcement was acknowledged when he was selected by and among his colleagues as the 2015 Officer of the Year; and
WHEREAS, Officer Herring also received six (6) Unit Commendations and three (3) Letters of Recognition in addition to numerous “Thank you” Letters during his tenure as a Pembroke Pines Police Officer; and
WHEREAS, Officer Herring’s distinguished 21-year career with the Pembroke Pines Police Department ended with his untimely passing on February 9, 2023 while on duty; and 
WHEREAS, Officer Herring is the first member of the Pembroke Pines Police Department to pass away in the line of duty; and 
WHEREAS, Officer Herring was a beloved member of the Pembroke Pines Police Department, a hero to the community that he so selflessly served for over 21 years, a loving father to his four children, a caring son and brother to his mother and sister, and a respected and tenured officer among his colleagues; and
	WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to recognize Officer Herring’s lifelong service to his Country and the City of Pembroke Pines by honoring his memory and his sacrifice with a street dedication in his name to serve as a permanent and most-deserved reminder of his life and legacy to every resident and visitor of Pembroke Pines; and
WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 100.02 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, the City Commission finds it to be in the best interests of the citizens and residents of the City to name and dedicate NW 184th Avenue within the City of Pembroke Pines, “Officer Charlie Herring Avenue.”
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct, and are incorporated herein by this reference. 
	Section 2. The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, in accordance with Section 100.02 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, hereby names and dedicates NW 184th Avenue within the City of Pembroke Pines, “Officer Charlie Herring Avenue,” as a secondary street name. 
Section 3.	The City Clerk is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this resolution to the Broward County Commission and the Florida Department of Transportation.
	Section 4. The City Commission hereby authorizes and directs the appropriate City Officials to do all things necessary and expedient to effectuate the intent of this resolution.
	Section 5. All resolutions inconsistent or in conflict herewith shall be and are hereby repealed insofar as there is conflict or inconsistency.
	Section 6. If any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this resolution is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this resolution.
	Section 7. This resolution shall become effective upon its passage and adoption by the City Commission.
