A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA ACCEPTING THE ASSETS OF THE POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE OF PEMBROKE PINES, INC.; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, The Police Athletic League of Pembroke Pines, Inc. (“PAL”) is Florida non-profit corporation organized to promote and safeguard the interests and general welfare of the youth of the City of Pembroke Pines; and 
WHEREAS, on July 2, 2013, the PAL voted to dissolve the corporation, and adopted a Resolution approving the Articles of Dissolution and a Plan of Distribution of Assets; and 



WHEREAS, the Plan of Distribution of Assets provided for all assets of the PAL to be distributed to the City; and  


WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that it is in the best interest of the public for the City of Pembroke Pines to accept the assets of the PAL. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
The foregoing "Whereas" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct and are hereby made a specific part of this Resolution. 



Section 2:
The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida hereby accepts the assets of The Police Athletic League of Pembroke Pines, Inc.


Section 3:
The proper City officials are hereby designated and authorized to execute any documents related to the conveyance of assets from the PAL to the City.


Section 4.
All resolutions or parts of resolutions on in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 5.
The provisions of this Resolution are declared to be severable and if any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Resolution shall, for any reason, be held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Resolution but shall remain in effect, it being the City’s intent that this Resolution shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity of any part.

Section 6:
This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
