	A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH BROWARD COUNTY FOR SURTAX-FUNDED MUNICIPAL TRANSPORTATION PROJECT: JOHNSON STREET REHABILITATION AND RESURFACING (BC-PBRKPINES-FY2020-00001-C); PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on November 6, 2018 Broward County voters approved by referendum the Transportation Surtax Program to fund statutorily-permissible transportation expenditures in accordance with section 212.055(1), Florida Statutes; and
WHEREAS, in order to ensure the efficient expenditure of Transportation Surtax proceeds, Broward County, the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (“MPO”), and municipalities in Broward County entered into an Interlocal Agreement establishing a process wherein municipalities were able to submit projects for evaluation and funding with Transportation Surtax proceeds; and
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines (“City”) requested funding for “Johnson Street Rehabilitation and Resurfacing” (BC-PBRKPINES-FY2020-00001-C) (“project”) in a total maximum not-to-exceed amount of $540,902.22; and
WHEREAS, the City’s project has been determined to be statutorily eligible for funding; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that it is in the best interests of the City to enter into the Interlocal Agreement with Broward County.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, THAT:
	Section 1.  The “WHEREAS” clause set forth above is true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.
	Section 2.  The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines hereby approves the Interlocal Agreement with Broward County for Surtax-Funded municipal transportation project: Johnson Street Rehabilitation and Resurfacing (BC-PBRKPINES-FY2020-00001-C) in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.
.  	Section 3.  The proper City Officials of the City of Pembroke Pines are hereby authorized and directed to execute said Agreement.
	Section 4.  All Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith, be and the same are repealed to the extent of such conflict.  	
	Section 5.  If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Resolution is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Resolution.
	Section 6.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
