CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

Jonathan Bonilla spoke for the City Manager’s Office. He reported the 2019-2020 school year budget had closed in the black and that the annual budget audit reports for the charter schools are available to view on the City Website.  He also reported that beginning on Tuesday, September 15, the school food service will offer free meals to students under the age of 18, from any school that can be picked up from the school between 8:00 am and 6:00 pm on Tuesdays and Thursday. Since the school shut down the food service has been making free meals available to Charter School students and now because of a federal program grant, this food service will able to be offered to all students.  This will continue through December 31, 2020 and registration is required. Information is available on the City website. 

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

Principal Bayer thanked the City administration, all school staff and parents for their positive responses and support during the school shut down. He reported that the beginning of school on e-learning has gone smoothly for the most part and thanked parents for their assistance and patience. He stated that over the summer the staff obtained more e-learning curriculum. Concerning the physical re-start of classes, the Charter administration operates under the guidance of the Broward District Schools, who will have a meeting next week to set up the plan for students returning to classes. As soon as there is come decision from the district, the schools will get that information out to the parents. When re-opening parents can be assured that very deep cleaning will continue, all water fountains will be shut down, Plexiglas participations are in place for distancing, the a/c filters have been upgraded. He also stated that lunch schedule will be spread out to give more space between students for breakfast and lunch and one-way hallways will be implemented. Mr. Bayer encouraged the parents to take part in a virtual Raising Positive Children Seminar on Thursday, October 15 and to watch for Saturday Virtual Parent workshop information on the emails. He spoke briefly on the athletic program and that parent volunteer hour opportunities will be limited for now, but the school will continue to try to find ways for parents to be able to earn the hours, with meetings, the Raising Positive Children Seminars, and the Saturday parent school being good sources for hours at the present time. Mr. Bayer spoke about the Parent/Student Handbooks for both divisions and the board voted to approve both handbooks.   
OPEN FORUM:


Many parents spoke in the forum, most comments centered the positive start to the school year, parents offering thanks and expressing they are pleased with the on line learning process. Questions about returning to physical class, if on line and in class learning will be offered for students – to have a choice, how to sign in this evening for their volunteer hours, will class schedule be block. Mr. Bayer stated that when the county announces the return to class date parents will be given ample notice and programs such as the busing and food service will have to get prepared.

Advisory Board Election – Meet the Candidates – Mr. Bayer read the nomination forms for the middle school and high school advisory board applicants. Ballots will go out to the parents via email for voting. New board will be seated at the October meeting.
