

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, ENDORSING THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE PEMBROKE ROAD PROTECTED SHARED USE PATH CONCEPT AND SUPPORTING THE EFFORTS OF THE BROWARD	METROPOLITAN	PLANNING ORGANIZATION'S ("MPO") TO PREPARE THE RECOMMENDED CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS FOR FEDERAL  FUNDING; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES (“City”) is an active participant in the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (“MPO”); and
WHEREAS, the City recognizes the importance of collaborative planning efforts to help address current and future transportation demands throughout the County; and
WHEREAS, the City and the MPO agree to collaborate collectively to prepare studies and plans to address transportation needs and land use impacts; and
WHEREAS, the City and the MPO have identified Pembroke Road from 145th Ave to Flamingo Road as a location for various multimodal enhancement opportunities; and
[bookmark: _Hlk168496377]WHEREAS, the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Conceptual Plans is an important step to implement a safe, accessible, and equitable protected bike and pedestrian network in the City, and

WHEREAS, the MPO has conducted conceptual plans for two alternatives for a protected Shared Use Path along Pembroke Road between 145th Ave to Flamingo Road  in collaboration with City staff; and
WHEREAS, the City and the MPO held a public workshop to introduce the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Concept to interested parties and ask for their preferred alternative on October 10th, 2023 at Miramar Police Headquarters, and
WHEREAS, the City and the MPO, with support from the public, selected a Locally Preferred Alternative (LPA) which maximized separation between the shared use path and the roadway, and
WHEREAS, the City and the MPO held a second public workshop to share the refined locally preferred alternative for the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Concept to interested parties on February 27th, 2024 at the Charles F. Dodge City Center, and 
WHEREAS, the MPO has completed the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Conceptual Plans, provided as EXHIBIT "A", and is preparing the proposed capital improvements for the grant funding; and
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WHEREAS, the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Conceptual Plans identified capital improvements to facilitate connectivity to multimodal transportation, including pedestrian crosswalks and a shared use path.
WHEREAS, upon completion of the project, the City will be responsible for the maintenance and useful life of the improvement; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission of the CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES finds that the implementation of the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Conceptual Plans to be in the best interests of the citizens and residents of the CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA THAT:
Section 1. The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct, and are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof. All exhibits attached hereto are incorporated herein and made a specific part hereof.
Section 2. The City Commission of the CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, Florida endorses the recommendations of the Pembroke Road Protected Shared Use Path Conceptual Plans and supports the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization's efforts to prepare the recommended capital improvements for Federal funding.
Section 3. If any clause, section, or other part or application of this Resolution  shall  be  held  by  any  court  of  competent  jurisdiction  to  be
unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall

be considered as eliminated and so not affecting the validity of the remaining portions or applications remaining in full force and effect.
Section 4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 5. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
