


PROPOSED RESOLUTION NO. 2021-R-08

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE BROWARD COMPLETE STREETS MASTER PLAN; PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE PEMBROKE ROAD FROM SW 145 AVE. TO FLAMINGO ROAD PROJECT (“PROJECT”) PURSUANT TO THE LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM (“LAP”) PROCESS; PROVIDING FOR UPFRONT COSTS PRIOR TO REIMBURSEMENT; PROVIDING FOR FUNDING OF THE CONSTRUCTION CONTINGENCY PURSUANT TO THE LAP; PROVIDING FOR THE MAINTENANCE OF ROADWAYS UPON  COMPLETION OF PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines (“City”) is an active participant in the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (“MPO”); and

WHEREAS, the City recognizes the importance of collaborative planning efforts to help address current and future transportation demands throughout the County; and

WHEREAS, the City and the MPO agree to collaborate collectively to prepare studies and plans to address transportation needs and land use impacts; and

WHEREAS, the MPO approved the Broward Complete Streets Master Plan on February 14, 2019; and
WHEREAS, the MPO has developed the Broward Complete Streets Master Plan (CSMP) to guide future investments by creating a prioritized list of projects based on technical, data-driven analysis and community input; and 
WHEREAS, Pembroke Road from SW 145 Ave. to Flamingo Road has been identified as a high-ranking project (“project”) in the Complete Streets Master Plan’s list of recommendations; and
WHEREAS, a resolution from the City of Pembroke Pines City Commission stating support for the project is required to establish funding eligibility; and
WHEREAS, federally funded projects off the state highway system are delivered using the federally mandated Local Agency Program (LAP) process; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines will administer and deliver the project under LAP when the project is deemed eligible for funding; and
WHEREAS, the LAP program is reimbursement based as specified in the LAP agreement; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines commits to funding upfront costs for design, Construction Engineering and Inspection (CEI), and construction to be then reimbursed pursuant to the requirements of LAP before the project is programmed for funding; and
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines commits to program funding for construction contingency per the requirements of LAP; and
WHEREAS, Pembroke Road from SW 145 Ave. to Flamingo Road will be constructed within the City’s right of way; and 
WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the City of Pembroke Pines, to maintain or coordinate the maintenance of the roadways after the project's completion; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines finds that supporting the Broward Complete Streets Master Plan to be in the best interests of the citizens and residents of the City of Pembroke Pines.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA THAT:


Section 1.
The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct, and are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof.  All exhibits attached hereto are incorporated herein and made a specific part hereof.


Section 2.
The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida supports the Broward Complete Streets Master Plan. 

Section 3.
When the project is deemed eligible for funding, the City of Pembroke Pines will administer and deliver the project under the federally mandated Local Agency Program (LAP) process. 


Section 4.  Before the project is programmed for funding, the City of Pembroke Pines is committed to funding the upfront costs for design, Construction Engineering and Inspection (CEI), construction and to be  reimbursed pursuant to the requirements of LAP. 

Section 5.
The City of Pembroke Pines is committed to providing program funding for the construction contingency pursuant to the requirements of LAP. 

Section 6.
The City of Pembroke Pines  is committed to providing  maintenance of the roadways after the project’s completion. 

Section 7.
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 8.
If any clause, section, or other part or application of this Resolution shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall be considered as eliminated and so not affecting the validity of the remaining portions or applications remaining in full force and effect.

Section 9.
This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
