AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA AMENDING TITLE VII OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES ENTITLED “TRAFFIC CODE” BY AMENDING SECTION 72.04 ENTITLED “VEHICLES SHALL NOT OBSTRUCT TRAFFIC” TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF CITATIONS FOR OBSTRUCTING A RIGHTS OF WAY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

	WHEREAS, the frequency in which persons are stopping vehicles in the public rights of way in areas near and around schools to enable students and other persons to exit a vehicle is occurring throughout the City with increasing regularity; and
	WHEREAS, the roadways surrounding schools throughout the City have become increasingly congested during periods of pick-up and drop-off of students; and
	WHEREAS, the loading and unloading of passengers in such an unsafe manner creates hazards for the occupants of the vehicles, pedestrians, and other vehicles traveling on the City’s roadways; and
	WHEREAS, the City desires to issue citations to the owners of those vehicles impermissibly unloading passengers in an unsafe manner; and
	WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines finds it is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the businesses and residents of the City of Pembroke Pines to adopt an ordinance to authorize the issuance of citations to owners of vehicles who are impermissibly and in an unsafe manner loading and unloading passengers in the City’s roadways.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, THAT:
	Section 1.	The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct and are hereby made a specific part of this Ordinance. 
	Section 2.	Chapter 72 of the City’s Code of Ordinances entitled “Standing, Stopping, and Parking,” be amended by specifically amending Section 72.04 entitled “Vehicles Shall Not Obstruct Traffic,” as follows: 
§ 72.04	STOPPING, STANDING, PARKING OF VEHICLES SHALL NOT OBSTRUCT TRAFFIC.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, or in compliance with law or the directions of a police officer or official traffic control device, Iit shall be unlawful to stop, stand, or park a vehicle on any street or highway within the city in such a way that the free flow of traffic is impeded, hindered, retarded or restrained.
It shall be unlawful to stop a vehicle in the roadway to load or unload a passenger on any street or highway within the city in such a way that the free flow of traffic is impeded, hindered, retarded or restrained.
	Section 4.	It is the intention of the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, and that the Sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered, re‑lettered and the word "Ordinance" may be changed to "Section", "Article" or such other word or phrase in order to accomplish such intention.
	Section 5.	All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
	Section 6.	If any clause, section, or other part or application of this Ordinance shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall be considered as eliminated and so not affecting the remaining portions or applications remaining in full force and effect.
	Section 7.	This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and adoption.
