[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, NAMING THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES NEW CITY CENTER COMPLEX THE “CHARLES F. DODGE CITY CENTER” AFTER CITY MANAGER CHARLES F. DODGE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 100.02 OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES CODE OF ORDINANCES; RECOGNIZING CITY MANAGER DODGE’S MANY YEARS OF COMMITMENT, DEDICATION AND SERVICE TO THE CITY AND TO ITS MANY CITIZENS AND RESIDENTS; DIRECTING THE APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIALS TO TAKE ANY AND ALL ACTION NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE AND INTENT OF THIS RESOLUTION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Charles F. Dodge was hired by the City of Pembroke Pines (the “City”) in 1975 to serve as the City’s first Community Services Director; and 
	WHEREAS, as Community Services Director, Mr. Dodge was instrumental in developing Broward County’s first center to assess and to provide social services specifically for senior citizens; and 
WHEREAS, the senior center envisioned by Mr. Dodge has grown from a single room in the old Taft Street City Hall to a 50,000 square foot complex with one hundred ninety (190) apartments to accommodate senior living; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Dodge was promoted through the ranks of City government, serving as the City’s Director of Code Enforcement, City Clerk, Assistant City Manager, and Acting City Manager; and
WHEREAS, in 1989, Mr. Dodge was appointed by the City Commission to serve as City Manager; and
	WHEREAS, during his tenure at City Manager, the City’s population has expanded from 65,452 to well over 166,000;
	WHEREAS, in response to the booming population, in 1996, Mr. Dodge worked with the City Commission to implement their vision to create the City of Pembroke Pines Charter School System, a nationally recognized system which currently operates seven (7) public schools throughout the City serving grades K-12; and 
WHEREAS, Mr. Dodge has overseen extensive growth and development while, harmonizing and accommodating the public demand for roads, parks, public safety and schools; and
	WHEREAS, Mr. Dodge played a pivotal and integral role in the acquisition and development of land that will now serve as City’s future downtown City Center, including the new city hall complex; and
	WHEREAS, Mr. Dodge’s forty-two (42) years of commitment, dedication and service have had an immeasurable impact on the City and improved the quality of life for countless citizens and residents; and 
	WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 100.02 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, the City Commission finds it to be in the best interests of the citizens and residents of the City to name the new City Center complex, “Charles F. Dodge City Center” after City Manager Charles F. Dodge. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1.	The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct, and are incorporated herein by this reference. 
	Section 2.	The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, in accordance with Section 100.02 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, hereby names the City’s City Center complex “Charles F. Dodge City Center” after City Manager Charles F. Dodge. 
Section 3.	The City Commission hereby authorizes and directs the appropriate City Officials to do all things necessary and expedient to effectuate the intent of this resolution.
	Section 4.	All resolutions inconsistent or in conflict herewith shall be and are hereby repealed insofar as there is conflict or inconsistency.
	Section 5.	If any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this resolution is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this resolution.
	Section 6.	This resolution shall become effective upon its passage and adoption by the City Commission.
	Section 7.	This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
