The regular meeting of the BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT was called to order by Chairman Ryan on Thursday, October 4, 2018 at 6:30 P.M., in the City Commission Chambers, City Center, 601 City Center Way, Pembroke Pines, Florida, 33025.

ABSENT:  Member Goggin, Alternate Member Almeria
ALSO PRESENT: Assistant City Attorney Brian Sherman, Joe Yaciuk for Dean Piper, and Board Secretary Katherine Borgstrom
Board Secretary called roll and declared a quorum present.  
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

A motion by Member Hendry, seconded by Vice Chairman Rodriguez-Soto, to approve the minutes of the September 6, 2018 meeting as received passed unanimously.  
LEGAL INSTRUCTION:

Assistant City Attorney Brian Sherman explained the hearing process to the audience and applicants. The hearing is quasi-judicial and all testimony taken is under oath. The Board has the right to ask witnesses questions that the Board deems relevant to the application.  At the conclusion of the hearing, the Board will consider testimony and evidence and enter an order. Three votes are needed to approve a variance. The decisions are appealable to the City Commission of Pembroke Pines only.

LOT 49, Eagle Creek, A.K.A. a portion of Tract R-4 of the “PEMBROKE LAKES SOUTH PLAT”, according to the plat thereof as recorded in Plat Book, 119 Page 1, of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida.

VARIANCE REQUESTED:

Petitioner is requesting a variance to allow 68 percent total front lot coverage instead of the allowed 40 percent total front lot coverage for a driveway and sidewalk.

REFERENCE:

52.26   Driveways across swale areas

(H) No driveway may:

(2)  Exceed a 40% of the total front lot coverage for zero-lot line properties.

(1) Exceed a 35% of the total front lot coverage in a single family residential home; or

ZV(R) 2018-09)

Petitioner Brent Bledsoe spoke to the variance request. They are seeking to have more parking space, as they have two cars and a work car. Street parking is often not available and there are no sidewalks in front of the home. Petitioner stated they explored circular drive but it would not be permitted, so took alternative to create side driveway for third car. The request is 68% of the front yard. Petitioner stated they will use pavers, removing the current concrete driveway.

Members of the Board who spoke were: Chairman Ryan, Vice Chairman Rodriguez-Soto, Members Hendry, Rauf, and Alternate Siddiqui. Concerns focused on the area of coverage being 28% over code. An alternate sizing was presented by Vice Chairman Rodriguez-Soto, but the petitioner preferred to remain at the requested size. Joe Yaciuk, here tonight for Zoning Administrator Dean Piper, reminded the board that the request is only 60% at the lot line. Petitioner stated they did get HOA approval. Members requested information about landscaping and Brian Sherman reminded them that the information heard this evening is the only information that can be used for making their decision. All landscaping and tree replacement will have to be done to code.
No one from the public came forward to speak. 

A motion by Member Hendry, seconded by Alternate Member Siddiqui, to approve ZV(R) 2018-20 , to allow 68 percent total front lot coverage instead of the allowed 40 percent total front lot coverage for a driveway and sidewalk under Sec. 32.034 (2) (B), passed unanimously. (Due to the late arrival of Member Rauf, she did not participate in the vote.)
EXCUSED ABSENCES:

A motion by Member Rauf, seconded by Member Hendry, to excuse the absences of Member Goggin and Alternate Member Almeria for October 4, 2018, passed unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman adjourned the meeting at 7:35 PM.
