[bookmark: _GoBack] AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA AMENDING TITLE VII OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES ENTITLED “TRAFFIC CODE” BY AMENDING SECTION 72.06 ENTITLED “NO PARKING WHEN POSTED” TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF PARKING CITATIONS ON MUNICIPAL PROPERTY; BY AMENDING SECTION 70.99 ENTITLED “PENALTY” TO PROVIDE FOR FINES FOR MUNICIPAL TRAFFIC OFFENSES; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

	WHEREAS, Illegal parking on municipal property is a growing problem throughout the City; and
	WHEREAS, many vehicles are being parked at City parks, along City swales, and at City Center overnight or during times when the adjacent municipal building or park is closed; and,
	WHEREAS, vehicles parked in municipal parking lots overnight and along swales not only creates a visual blight on the areas, but poses security and safety concerns; and 
	WHEREAS, vehicles left overnight in municipal parking lots also take up valuable space which could otherwise be used for patrons of the municipal property, or for special events taking place within that municipal property; and
	WHEREAS, the City desires to issue parking citation(s) to the owners of those vehicles impermissibly parked at City Center, and other municipal parking lots overnight;
	WHEREAS, the City desires to increase and codify the fines for traffic citations issued for violations of Sections 71.01, 72.01, 72.02, 72.04, or 72.06 of the City code to the amount of $25.00 for each offense;
	WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines finds it is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the City of Pembroke Pines to adopt an ordinance to permit the issuance of non-criminal parking citations to owners of vehicles who are impermissibly parking in the City Center, and other public parking lots, overnight.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, THAT:
	Section 1.	The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as being true and correct and are hereby made a specific part of this Ordinance. 
	Section 2.	Chapter 72 of the City’ s Code of Ordinances entitled “Standing, Stopping, and Parking,” by amending Section 72.06 entitled “No Parking When Posted,” as follows: 
§ 72.06 NO PARKING WHEN POSTED 

(A) No It shall be unlawful for any person shall to stop, stand, or park a vehicle in violation of any posted “No Parking” sign. when “No Parking” signs have been posted.   

1. “No Parking” signs may designate a time period when standing, stopping, or parking a vehicle is prohibited.

2. Standing, stopping, or parking a vehicle shall be prohibited in any parking lot, field, swale, or other parking areas provided by the City when the adjoining building or park is closed.


(B) “No Parking” signs may be placed on any municipal property which includes, but is not limited to, City Center, swales, and municipal parks, at the discretion of the City Manager.
 
(C) All “No Parking” signs shall comply with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, as amended. 

1. All no parking signs must be prominently placed at each driveway access or curb cut allowing vehicular access to the property, within 5 feet from the public right-of-way line.
2. If there are no curbs or access barriers, the signs must be posted not less than one sign for each 25 feet of lot frontage.

(D) Law enforcement officers, police service aides, code compliance officers, and parking enforcement volunteers, are hereby authorized to issue parking citations to any vehicle illegally parked in violation of the section.

1. Whenever any vehicle is found parked, stopped or standing in violation of any of the restrictions imposed by any ordinance of this City, or state statute, an authorized city representative shall issue a parking citation on a form to be approved by the Chief of Police.

2. All parking citations shall be conspicuously affixed to the vehicle in violation.

3. The citation shall notify the owner of the vehicle to pay the fine indicated on the citation within ten (10) business days from the date of issuance at the place specified on the citation, and of the violator’s right to appeal.

4. The owner of a vehicle shall be responsible for payment of any citations issued under this chapter and other parking violations to the extent imposed by § 316.1967, F.S., as amended.

	Section 3.	Chapter 70 of the City’ s Code of Ordinances entitled “General Provisions,” by amending Section 70.99 entitled “Penalty,” as follows: 
§ 70.99  PENALTY.
(A) Unless otherwise provided herein, every person who violates or fails to comply with any provision of this title shall be fined not in excess of $500 for each offense.  

(B) Any person who shall fail to pay the costs reflected in a notice issued pursuant to § 70.22 and who shall fail to file an action for declaratory judgment pursuant to § 70.22 within ten days from the date of such notice shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and punished upon conviction by a fine of $500, which fine shall be in addition to any monies due pursuant to the terms hereof. Any person who shall file an action for declaratory judgment pursuant to § 70.21 and who shall receive a judgment to such person's disfavor or who shall dismiss such action without conclusion and who shall then fail to pay such fine within ten calendar days shall be guilty of a  misdemeanor  and  punished, upon conviction, by a fine of $500, which fine shall be in addition to any monies due pursuant to the terms hereof.  

(C) Unless otherwise provided, citations issued for traffic or parking related offenses under this Title shall be in the amount of $25.00 for each offence.  


	Section 4.	It is the intention of the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, and that the Sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered, re‑lettered and the word "Ordinance" may be changed to "Section", "Article" or such other word or phrase in order to accomplish such intention.
	Section 5.	All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
	Section 6.	If any clause, section, or other part or application of this Ordinance shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall be considered as eliminated and so not affecting the remaining portions or applications remaining in full force and effect.
