LEGAL INSTRUCTION:

Assistant City Attorney Ian Singer explained the hearing process to the audience and applicants. The hearing is quasi-judicial and all testimony taken is under oath. The Board has the right to ask witnesses questions that the Board deems relevant to the application.  At the conclusion of the hearing, the Board will consider testimony and evidence and enter an order. Three votes are needed to approve a variance. The decisions are appealable to the City Commission of Pembroke Pines only.

(H)  No driveway may:

(1) Exceed a 35% of the total front lot coverage in a single family residential home

Ms. Martinez, petitioner, spoke to the variance request. She initially applied for circular driveway due to family needs, which the HOA approved extension but it exceeds code.


Members of the Board that spoke were Members Goggin, Hendry and Siddiqui. It was noted that the property is pie shaped so that makes it not possible to meet the ratio of the code. Petitioner stated that they are installing a concrete and artificial turf driveway – concrete lengths will be separated by sections of artificial turf, which will allow for drainage. Board members viewed color photos of the proposed layout.


No once from the audience spoke to the request.


A motion by Member Hendry, seconded by Alternate Member Siddiqui, to approve ZV (R) 2019 29, to allow a 50% total front lot coverage instead of the required 35% total front lot coverage for a driveway and walkway, under Sec. 32.034 2 (c), passed unanimously.
