A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 3465, ADOPTED ON AUGUST 5, 2015;  APPROVING THE DEDICATION OF TWO (2) EASEMENTS, ATTACHED HERETO AS EXHIBIT “D”; APPROVING THE VACATION OF A PORTION OF THE ROAD AND UTILITY EASEMENT DEDICATED BY THE SOLOMON OFFICE PARK PLAT, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A,” ATTACHED HERETO; AMENDING THE NON-VEHICULAR ACCESS LINE INCLUDED ON THE SOLOMON OFFICE PARK PLAT, LOCATED WITHIN THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBITS “B & C,” ATTACHED HERETO; AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIALS TO TAKE ANY AND ALL ACTION NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE INTENT OF THIS RESOLUTION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

WHEREAS, Craven Thompson & Associates, Inc. (“Agent”), as the agent for the owner of property located within the Solomon Office Park Plat (“Plat”) located within the City of Pembroke Pines has requested that the City Commission amend Resolution No.3465, adopted on August 5, 2015, to allow for the vacation of a portion of the Road and Utility Easement (“RUE”) dedicated by the Plat, and  to amend the Non-Vehicular Access Line (“NVAL”) as depicted on the Plat; and

WHEREAS, the partial vacation of the RUE and the amendment to the NVAL is needed in order to accommodate the existing improvements on the site as well as the road realignment with Pasadena Boulevard to the east of University Drive, as required by Broward County platting requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds approving the dedication of two (2) small easements, attached hereto as Exhibit “D,” to remedy a gap between the remaining RUE and existing easements dedicated to the City is necessary in order to accommodate the existing improvements; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that approving the RUE vacation, the dedication of two small easements, and the amendment to the NVAL is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens and residents of the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES: 

Section 1.  The above recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by reference. All exhibits attached hereto are expressly incorporated herein and made a part hereof. 

Section 2. The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby amends Resolution No. 3465, adopted on August 5, 2015.


Section 3. The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby approves the dedication of two (2) easements to remedy the gap between the remaining RUE and existing easements previously dedicated to the City, and as more particularly described in Exhibit "D", attached hereto.

Section 4. 
The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby vacates those portions of the Road and Utility Easement dedicated by the Solomon Office Park Plat (the “Plat”), as recorded in Plat Book 121, Page 13, and amended by Resolution No.3465, and as more particularly described in Exhibit "A", attached hereto.

Section 5. The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby approves the amendment to the Non-Vehicular Access Line on the Plat in order to realign a portion of the NVAL along the southern right-of-way line of Pasadena Boulevard, east of University Drive, and as more particularly described in Exhibits “B & C”, attached hereto.

Section 6.
All resolutions inconsistent or in conflict herewith shall be and are hereby repealed insofar as there is conflict or inconsistency.

Section 7.
If any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this resolution is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this resolution.

 Section 8.  This resolution shall become effective upon its passage and adoption by the City Commission.
