Red Light Camera Program - Additional Information

1. Financial impact data for the program projecting out to 2022 which covers this 2 year extension?

It is estimated that the RLC program will produce a Net Surplus of $108,517.00 in 2020, and a Net Surplus of $148,580.00 in 2021

2.  The number of repeat violators of the no right turn on red at NB 136 Ave and Pines Blvd.?

From 3/1/2019 to 2/29/2020, 48 repeat offenders were cited. Repeat offender is anyone with more than 1 NOV (Notice of Violation) at that intersection for the time period analyzed.

3. Of the NOVs issued…what percentage are Pembroke Pines residents?

In 2017, 38% were Pines residents. In 2018, 36% and in 2019, 31%.

4. What is the number of NOVs issued in the current fiscal year?

8,803 NOVs have been issued between October 1, 2019 and April 22, 2020, with 113 incidents pending review for issuance of an NOV.

5. How many captured red light violations at these monitored intersections resulted in crashes?

2 Crashes
4 Near Misses

NOVs issued on all cases but one of the crashes. This is due to the tag being unreadable.

6. How many presumed red light violation crashes occurred at other unmonitored intersections in the city last year?

8. How many violators (percentage?) pay the NOV vs. total NOVs per year (last two years), and also the number (percentage) that then pay the UTC (Uniform Traffic Citation) when issued?

3/1/2018 – 2/28/2019 
Total NOVs issued = 14,146 (65% Paid / 27% Issued UTC)

3/1/2019 – 2/29/2020 
Total NOVs issued = 18,052 (65% Paid / 33% Issued UTC)

Information related to paid UTCs is held by the Broward County Courts, which has been contacted but was unable to provided requested statistics.

9. What is generally the resulting outcome when the violator chooses court?

When violators receive a NOV, they have three options, (1) pay the fine, (2) nominate the person driving the vehicle at the time of violation, or (3) take the violation to court. Most violators, upon reviewing a video of the violation, pay for the fine. When they continue to fight it, in the majority of the cases, the magistrate upholds the violation and additional fees are incurred. 

The NOV will not turn into a UTC unless the violator fails to choose one of the three options listed above. If a UTC ends up being issued and challenged, it is taken to the Broward Courts. The great majority of the violators plead no contest and pay a reduced fine with the UTC upheld.

10. The total number of crashes at these intersections, and how many rear-end crashes have occurred at these locations from drivers applying the brakes abruptly due to the cameras?

We are unable to determine whether a rear-end crash happened because a driver slammed on their brakes due to the cameras. But we can tell how many rear end crashes in general occurred at the intersections with cameras, which were labeled either “Intersection” or “Intersection-Related” by the responding officer.
