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A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, EXPRESSING SUPPORT FOR THE CYCLE 1 REHABILITATION AND MAINTENANCE PROJECTS, INCLUDED IN THE BROWARD COUNTY 30-YEAR, ONE PERCENT SURTAX FOR TRANSPORTATION, INCLUDING THE RESURFACING PROJECTS WITHIN THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES; PROVIDNG FOR CONFLICTS, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Broward County voters approved a 30-year, one percent surtax for transportation in November 2018. The sales surtax took effect on January 1, 2019. Projects included in the funded project list include rehabilitation and maintenance projects by municipalities. Broward County requested that the City adopt a resolution expressing support for projects in Pembroke Pines that include rehabilitation and maintenance by way of roadway resurfacing, sidewalk additions and other mobility improvements; and
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines has evaluated various roadways and pedestrian travelways within the City and determined that certain repairs and improvement to these roadways and sidewalks are needed to provide for safe access by vehicles and pedestrians; and
WHEREAS, a resolution from the City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines stating support for the rehabilitation and maintenance projects is required to establish funding eligibility; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines finds that these projects are both warranted and wanted;  Johnson Street resurfacing including ADA improvements to sidewalks between NW 196th Avenue and NW 208th Avenue, NW 202nd Avenue resurfacing including ADA improvements to sidewalks, between Pines Boulevard and Johnson Street; and
WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines City Commission finds that the approval of this Resolution is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the residents and businesses of the City of Pembroke Pines, and serves a municipal and public purpose. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1:	That the foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are ratified and confirmed as being true and correct are made a specific part of this Resolution.
Section 2:	That the City supports the City Resurfacing and ADA sidewalk improvement project, as part of the Cycle 1 rehabilitation and maintenance projects by municipalities portion of the 30-year, one percent surtax for transportation, approved by the voters in November 2018.
Section 3:	That the appropriate City officials are authorized to do all things necessary and expedient in order to carry out the aims of this Resolution.
	Section 4.	If any clause, section, or other part or application this Resolution shall be held by any Court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall be considered as eliminated and so not affecting the validity of the remaining portions or applications remaining in full force and effect.
	Section 5.	All Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
	Section 6.	This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
