He played, watched and studied the game throughout
his life. In 1979 Max married and was Blessed with 3 sons, Matthew (1982) Chris (1986) & Anthony (1990). He passed his love and respect of the game to his sons
and spent many hours teaching and practicing the game with them.

Matthew began playing T-ball at 5 years old (1987) and Max assisted the coaches. In 1990 Chris turned 4 and was allowed to play t-ball if Max would take a team, thus
began his very long head coaching career. HIs first team was the Giants and turned into the Orioles and when they reached travel the Pasadena Panthers. While coaching his team he was also helping / assisting with Matthew's and Anthony's teams.
Many of the boys on his original T-ball team played for him until  the age of 16 moving onto High School teams.  While coaching baseball at Pasadena Lakes Optimist beginning in 1989 through 2003 he held many leadership  positions, beginning with baseball commissioner, uniform manager, several terms on the board of directors and 2 terms as President of the Optimist. During that time you would find Max organizing the opening day parade and ceremony,  at the field every day practicing, coaching a game and helping out. He ran free coaching clinics for new coaches. He would be at the BBQ grill flipping burgers for the concession throughout the day on Saturday or running to pick up pizzas. Many Saturdays he was the first to arrive and last to leave.

Max continued coaching at Florida Bible Christian School and fall teams for Fort Lauderdale Christian and Hollywood Christian Schools. He took many boys to showcase
tournaments to help them be evaluated by colleges. Nothing made him happier than to see the love of baseball help the boys in the  search for their college
education. He enjoyed traveling to watch his own son play college ball, and then  Max was Blessed with 2 awesome grandsons Matthew Jr & Elijah,

The love of baseball that Max instilled in his sons has continued to the next generations. In  2017  Matthew called up Max and said Dad I am taking a team and I am bringing you out of retirement. Nothing made Max happier than being back on the field coaching again for Pembroke Pines now at WPPO with not 1 but 2 sons and coaching his
grandson Matthew Jr. He dedicated not only his evenings and weekends to working with the team, he spent many hours of everyday looking for and developing drills to teach the boys the game he so loved. He believed in developing the boys as players but also instilling life lessons, how to be a member of a team, good sportsmanship and respect. He wanted the experience to be fun. He spent all of his years volunteer coaching for the city of Pembroke Pines, he has left his legacy with the boys and parents that he came in contact with over the years.This was evident at his funeral as players, board members and coaches from 30 years ago as well as the current generation gathered to share many Coach Max baseball stories.
