[bookmark: _GoBack]A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA, VACATING THE LIFT STATION UTILITY EASEMENT AT MERRICK SQUARE PREVIOUSLY DEDICATED BY THE SCHOOL BOARD OF BROWARD COUNTY AND RECORDED IN  OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 39635, PAGE 1042 OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF BROWARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A”, ATTACHED HERETO AND INCORPORATED HEREIN; PROVIDING FOR RECORDATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

	WHEREAS, on May 3, 2005, the School Board of Broward County, Florida dedicated a portion of the lift station utility easement at Merrick Square to the City of Pembroke Pines (hereinafter “City”), as recorded in Official Records Book 39635, Page 1042 of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida; and
	WHEREAS, the City desires to vacate the lift station utility easement at Merrick Square, as more particularly described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein; and 
	WHEREAS, the City of Pembroke Pines (the “City”) has no facilities located in the easements proposed to be vacated; and
	WHEREAS, the City’s professional staff has reviewed the proposed easement vacation and has no objection to the same.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PEMBROKE PINES, FLORIDA THAT:
	Section 1.	The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are true and correct and hereby ratified and confirmed by the City Commission.  All exhibits referenced herein and attached hereto are hereby incorporated herein.
	Section 2.	The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby vacates the lift station utility easement at Merrick Square dedicated to the City by that easement recorded in Official Records Book 39635, Page 1042 of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida, as more particularly described in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto. 
	Section 3.	The City Commission of the City of Pembroke Pines, Florida, hereby directs the City Clerk to record a copy of this Resolution in the Public Records of Broward County, Florida.
	Section 4.	All Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
	Section 5.	If any clause, section, other part or application of this Resolution is held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, in part or application, it shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions or applications of this Resolution.
	Section 6.	This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
